	Greetings (in te reo/ at least one pacific language – Presenter to track) everyone.

 I hope you ae all feeling healthy because today is all about being healthy and being creative. We are going to use our prior learning about using a flow chart to follow instructions when we create.

You know how we have been looking at food recently well I want you to think about and today we are going to use that information in a new and exciting way.
We all know food is important, don't we? 
We’ve been thinking about how it creates a sense of belonging and how it is something we need to be grateful for.

Food is yummy sure. But it is more than that, it’s the fuel that drives us. 
Good food makes us healthier, smarter and happier. So, it is important that we eat healthy food that is good for us. 
Some of the best foods for us to eat are fruit and vegetables. Apples and potatoes, bananas, taro and kumara. Can you think of some more fruit and vegetables?
I wonder what do you like to eat at home? 

	Learn: Introducing learning

Reinforce routines, provide multiple exposure to concepts, and strategies. Scaffolding learning

Teacher  shows Power point #1 Materials while children have 30 seconds to get materials.

Presenter go through the flow chart again to recap
	You see today we are going to all be comic creators. Yes, that’s right you and I, we are going to learn how to create a comic, but not just any comic we are going to create a comic about healthy food. 

Well our comic today is going to be all about fruit and vegetables not only because they are so good for us but also because they are easy to draw. 

I wonder if you have you made comic or cartoon drawings before?

Maybe you like to read or watch cartoons?

Anyway, we are going to combine these skills AND use another flow chart.

We’ve been talking a lot about flow charts lately on Junior Project - remember?

It’s a great way to follow instructions and I know by now, you are getting good at using them.

Now before we start I need you to go away and get some materials. If you can’t do this now – watch anyway and then you can see this again on demand. 

You will need:

2 sheets of paper – we could use baking paper/ lunch wrap – whatever you have at home

A pencil. If you can sharpen this pencil to a nice sharp point that would be even better

An eraser/rubber just in case you make any mistakes 

If you have a ruler that would be good

Also, if you have some colouring pencils or felt pans grab them too, 

See you back here soon.

Presenter now puts power point on and draws on the whiteboard the simple characters that are on the second slide. 

Welcome back my fellow artist.

Look here are all the steps we are going to go through to create our comic. It looks like we are in for a busy time so let's get going.

Look here are some simple characters that I have drawn. Here is a pear, an apple, a tomato and a carrot.

They are quite easy to draw because they are either a kind of triangle, a circle or an oblong. 

Presenter draws these on the whiteboard to mirror the ones on the power point.

As the segment progresses the presenter should follow the steps in creating their own comic.

In the same way the faces are the same to circles for the eyes, a line for the mouth, and a backward or forward C for the nose. 

Look how I can make my character happy or sad just by adding simple lines.

On the Whiteboard the presenter can draw two characters, one happy one angry. Mirroring Slide 4.

The feet and hands can just be circles.

So let’s just go through those steps again so we remember for our cartoon.


	Respond: Providing opportunities to use and practice 


	Teacher models on the whiteboard each step of the process talking as she does it.
Teacher refers to the flowchart on the whiteboard or powerpoint?
	Now it is your turn – get someone at home to help. Artists often work with other people, it’s called collaboration.

The first thing to do is to create your character.

Take one of your sheets of paper and write planning sheet on the top of it. On this sheet  you are going to create your characters

Think about what fruit or vegetable you are going to create.

Draw them.

Here is an example of one that I created when I had more time, he is a mushroom and I call him Harry. 

Harry the Mushroom. You know he didn’t exist before I drew him and now he does. That is the wonderful thing about writing and drawing we can create something new – it's like magic. We can get our ideas from food or nature, or from our culture.

Now think of a name for your character and write that below. 

Get help if you need to.

Well done, we are up to step 4 of our plan already.

Now it is time to create a second character that is a different fruit or vegetable.

So think of another fruit or vegetable, draw them and name them. 

Great work. We are now up to Step 6.

On your planning sheet have a go at drawing a happy face and a sad face. Well done.

OK now we are ready to create our comic. 

The next step is to draw four squares on your second piece of paper. Don’t worry if they are not perfectly ruled look at these ones, they look fine.

Ok in the first square put the name of your comic. This one is called ‘Back to The Farm’. The easiest name to use would be the name of your character, like Harry the Mushroom.

Ok now draw your character in this first square. Make him happy.

Well doe Kai pai!

Did you need help? That’s ok.

Let’s move on to the second square. Do you know that we are now up to Step 9 of our plan, only two more steps. 

You need to draw your character and then draw a speech bubble like this. Have him introduce himself. Something like “Kia ora I’m Harry the Mushroom and I’m a healthy food.”

Oh, this is looking good.

Now let’s get fancy, shall we?

Now in your third square have your second character come in and in a speech bubble say “hi (presenter’s name - Monique)” and say that they are also a very healthy food.  Maybe your first character could look surprised.

Looking good.

Now for the final square. The last step. Step 11.

In this one you need two speech bubbles. In the first one of our characters says something like. ..”Which of us is healthier?” And the other one says in their speech bubble. “Neither of us, because the healthier food you eat the healthier you get... Yeah!”.

Look at that. How clever are you?

Did you follow the flow chart ok?

I hope you keep remembering to ask for help when you are working on projects like this – everyone at home can join in. And remember, artists often collaborate.

You have created a comic about healthy food. Admire your work you are so talented what a great team we make.
